The local  pr imary schools  in Mondul i 
distr ict  have histor ical ly performed in 
the bottom 15% national ly in academics 
and offer no l i fe ski l ls  or extracurr icular 
programming to their students due to 
l imited resources.  In Tanzania,  only 53% of 
pr imary students matr iculate to secondary 
school .  The rate of matr iculat ion is  much 
lower in rural  areas and for some of the 
schools in our Outreach Program, virtual ly 
0% of gir ls  advance to secondary school . 

Orkeeswa Outreach partners with 
eight local  pr imary schools ,  and is 
designed to extend our hol ist ic  model 
deeper into the community to bui ld 
foundational  ski l ls  that wi l l :   

•	 Improve retention and 
matr iculat ion rates,  especial ly 
among female students;

•	 Increase students’  l i fe ,  learning, 
and leadership ski l ls ;

•	 Equip local  leaders to dr ive 
posit ive change in their 
communit ies ,  and;

E VA L I N E Basketbal l  taught me the importance of teamwork and focus. 
And those are the things that made me successful  in the 
c lassroom. My coach taught me that you can be who you want 
to be,  you just  need to focus.  My family real ly wanted me to 
only focus on academics so that I  can be successful  in my l i fe 
and help them later.  But I  learned that focusing on basketbal l 
and academics is  what made me successful  in both.  

Success never comes from just  one person.  It  comes from 
a combination of people with different strengths working 

together.  In basketbal l ,  you are f ive on the court ,  you cannot 
play by yourself.  And you need to bui ld team chemistry by

E M M A N U E L My entrepreneuria l  journey commenced when I  was eight years 
old and began helping my mom to sel l  fruit  at  a  local  market in 
Mondul i .  Entrepreneurship has taught me things that I  couldn’t 
learn in a conventional  c lassroom. I ’ve learned that only by asking 
the r ight quest ions – l ike “why” and “how” rather than just  “what” 
– can we come up with pract ical  solut ions for the communit ies 
we want to help.  

Entrepreneurship is  more than a concept to me;  i t  is  a  way of 
l i fe that has inst i l led an eternal  spir i t  of creat ivity and problem-
solving.  It  has broadened my perspective on problems and 
compel led me to devise novel  solut ions,  such as Pr imetel ,  my 
community’s  f i rst  digita l  healthcare platform. Access to essentia l 
diagnostic ,  prescr ipt ive,  and consultat ive healthcare services has 
long been a s ignif icant issue in my community,  c la iming hundreds 
of l ives.  Given the rapidly changing medical  landscape,  my vi l lage 
requires a more affordable,  inclusive,  and dynamic solut ion to 
usher i t  toward universal  healthcare coverage.  I  designed an 
unstructured supplementary data survival  appl icat ion that l inks 
doctors and patients remotely without an internet connection.  My 
mission through Primetel  remains to radiate access to healthcare 
services across 40% of rural  areas in Tanzania using the latest 
medical  technological  approaches by the end of 2030.

I  recently had the opportunity to design and implement an 
eight-week entrepreneuria l  program for Orkeeswa students.  The 
program birthed working projects and solut ions that direct ly 
impacted the community,  and it  enabled students to hone the 
leadership,  communicat ions,  cr it ical  thinking,  and research ski l ls 
that they wi l l  need.  What amazes me the most is  the unfai l ing 
approach of Orkeeswa School  to avai l  opportunit ies such as the 
one I  got to a lumni and the community at  large.  It  a l l  starts  with 
a shared bel ief that anything is  possible.
